A charming pockesized album of sketches, many quite exquisite in their detail and vibrancy,
executed by a French artist in northern Algeria between 1838 and 1844, during a critical period in
Fr anc e 0 fon of thé acountrys French troops had landed at Sidi Fredj in June 1830, capturing
Algiers the following month. The sketches here were composed during the period of conflict between
the French and the emir Abdelkader which began in 1839 and ran thheut®40s. The anonymous



artist was perhaps a French colonial official in the region, with an artistic flair and an obvious
affection for its landscape, people, and antiquities.

The 86 captioned sketches, in pencil and watercolours, depict local people/e dress (adults and
children, in groups and individually), including members of the Haraktas; musical instruments
(djembe and lute); streets and buildings; dramatic seascapes and landscapes; and local Roman
inscriptions and tombs, including a bakefecarving, as well as an ornate example of wood carving

in a mosque. The artist has an equal talent for capturing people and places; one of the finest images
is of a Jewish bride in wedding costume, with a pencilled description beside it.

Named after Ascension Day, the day it was sighted in 1501 by Portuguese navigators, the island
remained largely uninhabited for ovélByears, with the exception of the Dutch East India Company
employee_eendert Hasenbosch who was exiled there following his conviction for sodomy in 1725.

It was not until 1815 that organised settlement of the island began when it was garrisoned by the
British after they had imprisoned Napoleon on nearby St Helena.
